1. CLOSURES — The entrance into ARIA and Vdara from Las Vegas Boulevard (The Strip) will be
closed off to vehicles at approximately 6:30 p.m. and may be restricted to pedestrian traffic.
Access will remain restricted until tentatively 3:00 a.m. Please contact the Front Desk or
Concierge for alternative routes.

2. ROOMKEY AND REGISTERED GUESTS REQUIRED — Please have your room key with you
at all times to ensure access back into ARIA & Vdara. Access to property and fireworks may
be limited. Please make sure that the Front Desk is aware of all guests staying in your suite to
assist with access to the property.

3. FIREWORKS — ARIA will participate in the citywide fireworks display. Access to a viewing
area is available on the ARIA Main Porte Cochere until 11:45 p.m. by exiting the lobby doors.

4. PARKING INFORMATION — The Self-Parking Garage is expected to be full by 5:00 p.m.
Guests wishing to depart to Las Vegas Boulevard from the Self-Parking Garage must do so
prior to closure. There will be no vehicular access to The Strip from ARIA Place during the
closure. Self Parking exit may be temporarily unavailable as we get close to midnight. Please
allow extra time for traffic.

5. BEVERAGE PURCHASES — Alcoholic and nonalcoholic beverages in glass will not be for
sale at our retail shops from December 31, 6:00 a.m. - January 1, 6:00 a.m. Please purchase
champagne, wine and other beverages beforehand.

6. DRINK POLICY — Between December 31, 6:00 a.m. - January 1, 6:00 a.m., it is unlawful
for any persons to be in possession of any glass container while on the Las Vegas Strip.

7. LARGE BAGS, BACKPACKS & STROLLERS — Guests are not permitted to bring any large
bags or backpacks that exceed 12"x12"x6”, coolers or strollers onto the Las Vegas Strip
between December 31, 6:00 p.m. - January 1, 6:00 a.m.
